SANYA LIBERATION LEAGUE

When the representativesof the
Black Panther Party were In
Tokyo, we had the opportunity to
speak to members of the Sanya
Liberation League. The following
article is a brief report of our
discussion with them, Hopefully, in
the future we will be abletotrans-
late some of their materials from
Japanese and present the ideas
and history of their struggle toour
readers first hand.

The people in this ghetto are all
Japanese. They are there because
most of them were second and
third sons of peasant famliiles.
When their fathers died, the land
was given to the first son which
is the custom ln Japan. And the
only way the sons who did not
inherit the land could makea living
was by golng to Tokyo to become
workers in the factories, or in
the offices, In the case of the peo-
ple living in Sanya, most of them
came to Tokyo, but could find
no steady work so they had to
resort to getting construction jobs
and working on a day to day basis.
Of course, because of the weather,
(rain, etc.) they are unemployed
most of the year,

The workers in Sanya face dis-
crimination and soclai degradation
in many ways as severe as the
oppression that the Black people
in the United States face. Black
people are discriminated against
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with them. The rest are forced to
live in loneliness. Usually, even
their own families reject their sons
once they’'ve lived in Sanya--they
see them as a disgrace to the
family.

To fight the brokers and the
rampant police brutality in their
community, the Sanya Liberation
League was organized in March
"®f 1968. In June of that year, the
League led an attack on the local
police station. The fighting lasted
for a period of about 2 weeks
before the pigs could bring the
situation under ‘‘control’’. And in
order for them to do so, they had
to bring in riot pigs (Kido Tai)
from all over Tokyo to quell the
resistance, These sortof uprisings
have been happening every year for
the last several years, but last
year was the first time that they
had any kind of organized leader-
ship and a set of demands (getting
rid of the brokers, and opposition
to the presence and repressive
measures of the pigs in their neigh-
borhoods).

The workers of Sanya con-
structed the enormous Tokyo
Olympic Stadium, and they worked
on the construction of the fastest
train in the world, And now they
see that the things that they have
created are being used by the
