willfully and maliciously gnoring the
poor people of Oaklond, who skl
suffer a generally misevable life in
stum conditions, and are living under
the threat of a misguided and brutal
police force,

It is for these and many other
reasons that Chaivman Bobby Seale
and I, Elaine Broum, of the Black
Panther Party officially annonce
foday that Chairman Bobby Seale will
be rnnning in the next city elections
for the Mayor of Oaklsond, and I will
be running in the sama election Jor
the Efh District City Council saat,

Over four thousand Black paople came owl on May 13th fo participate in the Survival Conference, Therve were shouls
o joy when the Black Panthar Party announced that CHAIRMAN BOBBY

PRESS: Have you already put togethar
a politlcal machine thar will work
toward your successful candidacy?

CGHALRMAMN: That political machine is
highly together right now, . running
throughour the San Francisso-Oakland
Boy Area, bot for the city of Cakland,
that political machine ia togather, and
ir's manifested in the many people;
hundreds of people, ds far as thes
precinct work and other things like
that, In terms of building alliunces
and coalitions with other peoples and
churches and groups, etc., we have
lald a foundation for thar for many
yEars,

FPRESS: What are you doing, Bohby,
o assure the urn-out, vorter rn-
out? MNow, wvou had & very highly
concentrated reglamratlon in the last
few survival efforta that you've had,
What are you dolng, what is your
organization doing towards assuring
the voter mrn-out on election day?

CHAIBMAN: We can assure the voter
turn-out on election day, because we're
sure we can organize a machine of
people doing work, dolng precinct
work, doing door-to-door work, up-
wards in the area of 2,000 workers,
specifically on the campalgn alone.

PRESS: How successful was your voter
reglatration?

CHAIRMAN: The voter registracion
that we had at the recent Black Com-
munity Survival Conference was auc-
cessful to the extent that we registered
from San Francisco Uounty, Contra
Costa County and Alameda County,
from all 3 countles, 11,120 peaple
o volte,

PRESS: Whar are some of the major
188uss in your campalgn?

CHAIRMAN: The major issuea will
be manifested in relation o whar the
people want and what the peopls neead
in the community, All the other spe-
cific or general issues throughout
the: city are going to be Issues
thet are automatically interrelated to
whether or not Black people still
continue to live in oppression or
whather we come out of ther op-
presajon, | cannot speak epacifically
of any specific 'ssus at this time,
except the 10 Point Platform and Pro-
gram, the Black Panther Party's pro-
gram, 10 Point Program, shows our
atance  within itself as the press
statement indicated,

PRESS: Do you have any particuler
kinds of ways that you might rearrange
the economy in Oeklend,..?

CHAIRMAN: Well, I'm not going w
reveal any specific approaches at this
point, but we do have anunderstanding
of the need for the people in the
community to have more control of
the instimutions, and then move from
there o make sure that those insti-
tutions serve the basic desires and
needs of all the people in the commu-
nity, and especially in the Black
community; and the need for the Black
and Chicano people, and poor people
o begin o be relieved of oppression
and get rid of that oppresslon,

PRESS: Do you have amy anticipation
of, perhaps, Inviting Shirley Chisholm
o help in your campaign?

CHAIRMAN: We'll invite as many
people as possible. Sure, we're going
to invite the Sister o come out and
help us In our campalgn, because
we're helping her In her campaign,

PRESS: Are you still supporting the
issue &f community control of police?

CHAIRMAN: Yes, We supportthe {gsus
of community control of pollce, We
support the {ssues of community con-
trol of rent, We support many numerous
Issues that relatée to bringing the
pecple out of oppreasion, U the peopla
can control more of the very inscl-
tution {taelf, the institution, the police
department, you can trensform the
police department into a differsntkind
of police department thar functions for
the people, In other words, you can
transform the racism right out of it,
the present existing police depart-
ment, if you can control more of the
inatitutions, The people can do this
with good candidates,

PRESS: Bobby, {8 this a decision of
youra or the Black Panther Parry
as 8 whola?

CHAIRMAN: It is a declsion of the
Central Committee of the Black Pan-
ther Party that | should run for the
mayor of Oekland In the next city
election and that Sister Elaine Brown,
Minister of Informatlon of the Black
Panther Party, should slso run for
the city council seat of the 6thdistrice
In the Clry of Cakland,

PRESS: What kind of powers would
& councilwoman have,,.?

ELAINE: Well, naturally, the power
of a councilwoman, or a councllperson,
ls the power that the city councll
has at this time. It's slready given
it by the City Charter, Unfortunately,
ar this point, the power I8 in the
handa of reactionaries. The thing that
we can do Is to represent the peopla’s
true interests and needs on the city
councll and trensform the power that
the existing clty councilhas, to serve
the needs of the people.

ther Steve Brooks, candidate for Oak-
land’s 2nd District Council sear, Bro-
ther John Cruikshank, who is running
for judge In Oskland's upcoming elec-
tions (June 6th), discussed how Wwe
could begin to realize real justice
with people’s Judges and juries ol
peers; Brother Wilson Riles, JIr,
MNorthern Caslifornia Campaign Man-
ager for Shirley Chisholm, outline
her program for the people and ex-
plained why Shirley Chisholm 18
“*unbought and unbossed"’,
